What is Minami Kannon Yama

The Minami Kannon Yama is one of the floats paraded in the Atomatsuri
(“Latter Festival”) of the Gion Festival. This is a Hikiyama (decorated float)
with a fixed parade order and enshrines the Yoryu Kannon statue and her
attendant, Zenzai Doshi. This float is called “Kudari (descending) Kannon”.
The Yoryu Kannon is the first of the 33 Kannons and is also called Yakuo
Kannon, a bodhisattva of medicine whose main vow is relief from disasters.
